Addition and Subtraction
Apply number bonds within 10. They will also add and subtract numbers in 1, 10s and 100s.
	Multiplication and division A
Recognise multiplication in groups and use arrays. They will learn about multiples of 2, 5, 10s, 3, 4 and 8. Children will also learn how to divide by these multiples.
	Multiplication and division B
Multiply a 2-digit number by a 1-digit number – with and without exchange. Learn to divide a 2-digit by a 1-digit number without exchange, with flexible partitioning and with remainders. 

Length and Perimeter
Measure in mm, cm and metres. They will compare, add and subtract lengths. They will measure and calculate perimeter. 
	Fractions A
Understanding and comparing fractions, including equivalents by using number lines and bar models.

Mass and Capacity
Measure and compare mass (g/kg) and capacity (ml/l) accurately. They will add and subtract mass and capacity.

	Fractions B
Add and subtract fractions; partition wholes; identifying unit and non-unit fractions of objects.

Money
Recognise pounds and pence, convert between them; add and subtract money. 

Time
Read Roman numerals on clocks, telling the time to five minutes and to the minute. Read digital clocks. Use unit of time (such as years, months, days and hours).
	Shape
Learn about turns, right angles and compare different angles. They will also measure and draw straight lines in cm and mm. Recognise vertical, parallel and perpendicular lines.
They will describe and create both 2D and 3D shapes.

Statistics
Interpret and draw pictograms and bar chart. They will collect and represent data.
